e Paper
e Favorite toy or object to trace
* Pencil
» Crayons or markers
Instructions:
Step 1: Grab a sheet of paper, a pencil, and an object or
favorite toy

Step 2: Place the object near or on your paper and then use a
light source (the sun, a lamp or flashlight, even a cell phone) to

create some interesting shadows

Step 3: Change the angle and space until you get a shadow
that you really like

Step 4: Trace the outline of your shadows, then remove the
object

Step 5: Add details, textures, and color when you're done!
